Everett was born in Mineral Wells, TX to Aaron and Levita Hull on February
23, 1935. He graduated as the valedictorian of Jacksboro High School, was
recognized as the Outstanding Senior, and played all sports. He started at
Texas Tech, but transferred to Texas Christian University, earning a Bachelor
of Arts Degree, lettered in Golf, and was a member of Delta Tau Delta. 

 

Everett married Vanita Lewis on August 20, 1960 in Jacksboro, TX; they were
married 61 years. They were married at the First Baptist Church of Jacksboro
where they are also currently members. 

 

Everett worked as a numismatist as the owner of Fort Worth Coin Company
for 30 years. He was recently recognized as a 50 year member of the
American Numismatic Association and was also a member of the Professional
Numismatic Guild. Prior to that, he was a mathematics teacher at Poly High
School and Southwest High School in Fort Worth ISD. He was a veteran and



served in the Navy, retiring with the rank of Lieutenant Commander.
