Martha Movelda Cross Gee Ramsey, known lovingly to friends and family as
“‘Mo”, was born October 6, 1933, to James B. (“J.B.”) Cross and Maggie
Pankey Cross in Archer City, TX. After graduation from Archer City High
School, she began a 32-year career with Southwestern Bell Telephone Co.in
Wichita Falls. There she began many lifelong friendships. She married Earl
Gee (Sr.) there on November 27, 1953, and they built a life of work, laughter
and rock-solid love together. Mo and Earl had a son and a daughter who
survive them: E. C. Gee of Austin, and Sharon Robinson of Jacksboro.
